The SCTCA Constitution

1. The name of this Organization shall be ‘Southern Connecticut Cricket Association’ with its principal place of business in the state of Connecticut hereinafter referred to as The Association.

ARTICLE II - Purpose

1. The purposes for which this Association is formed are being set forth hereunder:

i) To promote, encourage, foster and develop interest in and understanding of the game of cricket.
ii) To encourage and develop friendly and competitive cricket at local and state and national levels.
iii) To organize, promote and participate in matches and competitions at local, state and national levels.
iv) To properly and fairly select and sponsor players to every participating game.
v) To ensure Cricket Facilities conducive to high quality cricket and a reasonable Meeting Venue.
vi) To ensure that all cricket matches organized by and within The Association are conducted in accordance with the Laws of Cricket as set out by the The International Cricket Conference and that the traditions and spirit of the game are upheld by all Member Clubs and their Members. 

ARTICLE III -Board of Directors

1. The “Board of Directors’ shall consist of The Officers and a Representative of each Member Club in Good Financial Standing and shall hold office for two years.

2. Each such Club shall submit in writing to the Secretary of The Association the name of its Representative, along with an Alternate to serve in his/her absence, on or before the day of the Annual General Meeting. The President shall within two weeks of The Annual General Meeting convene a Special Meeting of the New Board of Directors for the sole purpose of electing, from among themselves and/or members of Member Clubs, the Officers of The Association and nothing shall preclude any one person to serve concurrently as an Officer of The Association and also as Representative of his/her Club in the Board of Directors.

3. The newly elected Officers shall immediately replace all previous Officers.

4. The “Board of Directors” shall perform the following functions:

i. govern the Association with policy-making powers and responsibilities.
ii. control all assets and monitor liabilities of the Association.
iii. conduct all financial affairs for and on behalf of the Association.
iv. elect from among themselves anyone to complete the unexpired term of office of any Officer.
v. make all By-laws and policies.
vi. shall appoint The Judicial Committee and also Non-Standing Committees as deemed necessary.

ARTICLE IV - Officers 

1. The Principal Officers of the Association shall be:-

· President 

· Vice President 

· Secretary 

· Treasurer 

and whose terms of Office shall each be two years.

2. The President shall:-

i) preside over the Annual General Meeting, Executive Committee and all Special Meetings.
ii) have the deciding vote in all tied ballots.
iii) shall be an ex-officio member of all committees and sub committees.
iv) represent the Association or shall designate his alternate at any function, meeting or committee organized by another organization.
v) enforce this Constitution and By-Laws.
vi) sign all official documents. 

3. The Vice President shall:-

i) act as President in the event of the absence or incapacity of the President.
ii) assist the President.

4. The Secretary shall:-

i) keep a record of the minutes of all meetings.
ii) read the minutes of the previous meetings.
iii) assume the duties of the Treasurer in his/her absence.
iv) receive membership applications and also subscriptions, which must be turned over to the Treasurer.
v) maintain an updated roll of Member Club in good financial standing.

5. The Treasurer shall:-

i) keep and maintain adequate and correct books of accounts showing all receipts and disbursements of the Association’s cash and a detail account of the Association’s assets and liabilities.
ii) present a written financial report at each meeting of the Board of Directors and the Annual General Meeting.
iii) assume the duties of the Secretary in his/her absence.

Article V - Membership

1. Any Cricket Club located in the municipality of the metropolitan eastern seaboard having an interest in the objectives of this Association’ shall be eligible to apply for membership.

2. Clubs seeking membership must submit an official ‘Association’s Application’ signed by at least two Officers of that Club. The Board shall approve or disapprove such application at their next Meeting. The Secretary shall immediately in writing communicate such decision to the Applying Club.

3. The Approved Club then becomes a member on probation for one year by paying the first Membership Dues and thereafter abides by the Constitution, By-law and Policies of The Association.

4. During the probationary period the Applying Club shall have Observer status at all Meetings with no voting rights and shall play in the Cricket Competition of The Association and all matches scheduled with such Club shall be deemed scoring matches.

5. At the conclusion of the probation period, the Board of Directors shall review the Applying Club’s general performance and shall grant Full Membership or reject Continued Membership. The Secretary shall in writing communicate such decision to the Applying Club.

6. Full Member Clubs shall be eligible to vote on all business matters officially presented by the “Board of Directors” for action, to hold Office, serve in Committees, and participate in all activities of the Association.

ARTICLE VI - Dues

1. Membership Dues shall be decided by the Board of Directors and shall be paid on or before the 31st day of January of each year.

ARTICLE VII - Meetings

1. Annual General Meeting

i) The Annual General Meeting of The Association shall be held on the 1st Saturday of February of each year.
ii) The President shall give at least two weeks Notice of the Time, Venue and Agenda of this Meeting.
iii) The presence of 50% of Member Clubs in Good Financial Standing is necessary to form a quorum.
iv) Each Member Club is entitled to three Representatives at this meeting each having one vote each.
v) The Agenda of this Meeting must include but not limited to the following Items: 

· Roll Call of Member Clubs in Good Financial Standing 

· Minutes of Last Annual General Meeting, 

· Annual Board of Directors Report presented by The President 

· Annual Financial Report presented by The Treasurer 

· Presentation of a Binding Balanced Financial Budget by the Board 

2. Special Meeting 

i) Special Meetings of this Association may be called at any time by The President or upon petition in writing of Two thirds of Member Clubs in good financial standing signed by three of their Officers to The Secretary at least twenty days before the date of such meeting. 
ii) The President shall mail Notices of Special Meetings to all member clubs at least 10 days prior to the time of such meeting, and shall specify the place, date, time and Agenda. 
iii) Only the Item(s) listed in the Agenda shall be conducted.
iv) The presence of 50% of Member Clubs in Good Financial Standing is necessary to form a quorum. 

3. Board of Directors Meeting 

i) The “Board of Directors” must hold a Statutory Meeting at least once every three months or more often as deemed necessary. 
ii) The President in consultation with the other three Officers shall decide on the Date, Time, Venue and Agenda. 
iii) The presence of 50% of members of the Board of Directors is necessary to form a quorum. 
iv) The Agenda of this Meeting must include but not limited to the following Items: 

· Minutes of Last Board of Directors Meeting 

· Annual Financial Report presented by The Treasurer 

ARTICLE VIII - Judicial Committee

1. This Committee shall be: 

i) the sole and final authority in interpreting The Constitution and By-laws of the Association, adjudicating disputed games, issuing penalties to players and Clubs, and shall be legal advisor to the Officers and Board of Directors of The Association.
ii) comprise of a Chairman and two other members who shall be appointed by the Board of Directors 
iii) operate independent of The Officers and Board of The Association
iv) hold office for two years 

2. In the event of a tied vote on any matter before the Committee, the Board of Directors shall immediately thereafter be asked to make a decision on such matter. 

3. Any member of this Committee having affiliation with a Member Club or its members, whose matter is before the Committee, shall participate in the discussions of such matter but shall not be allowed to vote. 

ARTICLE IX - Fiscal Year

1. The Fiscal Year of this League shall run from the first day of January and close the last day of December of the same year. 

ARTICLE X - Good Financial Standing 

1. For the purposes of clarification, Good Financial Standing shall be interpreted to mean “Fully paid Fees, Dues, Charges and debts to The Association”. 

ARTICLE XI - Parliamentary Rules

1. The current edition of “Robert’s Rules of Order” shall be the supreme source of authority in all questions of parliamentary procedure.

ARTICLE XII - Property

1. The private property of Officers, Directors, Committee Members, Member Clubs or their members shall not be held liable for the debts of this Association, but shall be wholly exempted therefrom.

ARTICLE XIII

Dissolution 1. Should The Association be dissolved for whatever reason, all assets shall be immediately liquidated and used to pay all liabilities and the remaining cash shall be divided equally by the number of Clubs at the time of dissolution and each Club shall then designate a charitable or religious organization to whom its share shall be donated.

ARTICLE XIV - Amendments

1. Amendments to this Constitution shall be submitted in writing to the Secretary on or before the fifteenth day of December prior to the Annual General Meeting and shall be put before the Annual General Meeting. A two-thirds majority of eligible voters present is required to effect an Amendment.
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RATIFICATION OF THE CONSTITUTION AND INTERIM GOVERNMENT 

This Draft of The Constitution of The Southern Connecticut Cricket Association shall be put before all Clubs present at the already announced Constitution Meeting on January 12, 2002 at which time The President or his designee of each Club shall affix his or her signature and by so doing The Draft Constitution becomes The Constitution of Southern Connecticut Cricket Association and his or her Club becomes A Full Member.

Immediately after the signing ceremony, the named Representatives and Alternates of Each Full Member Club as well as the President, Vice President, Secretary and Treasurer elected at the meeting of December 9, 2001 shall automatically become the Board of Directors and The Officers respectively and they shall then be guided by The Constitution during this interim period and until the New Board of Directors named on the 1st Saturday of February, 2003.
